4. If you’re in the Reserve or Guard, tell us about your civilian job. Has your Military training enhanced your civilian career?

5. Why did you decide to join your specific branch of Service? Did you consider more than one?
6. There are many common misconceptions about Military service. If you had the opportunity to address just one, what would it be? What would you say and why?
7. What types of skills and personal and/or professional qualities have you gained from your Military training so far?
8. What do you want to accomplish in your Military and/or civilian career in the next few years?  What’s coming up next for you?
9. Tell us about one unforgettable and/or rewarding moment you’ve experienced during your Military career. 
10. 10. What are you most passionate about in your life, both in the Military and in your personal life?

11. What’s been your most challenging experience in the Military so far?
12. How do your friends and family feel about your Military service? Have their feelings changed from when you first joined to now?
13. Think back to when you were in high school. What were your biggest fears or questions about joining the Military? Knowing what you know now, how would you address those questions to a high school student with similar questions or concerns? (If you did not have any questions or concerns in high school, what do you think are the biggest concerns to a typical high school student and how would you address them?) Has your Military training given you any insights or taught you anything that a high school student might not yet have had the opportunity to learn? 
14. What do you like to do when you’re off-duty? Have you enjoyed this activity for a long time?
15. Did you have any sort of hobbies before you joined the Military? Do you still have time for these hobbies? Have you discovered any new ones?
16. Are there any interesting activities on your base that you think high school students would be interested in? (Or is the housing, recreation center, etc. particularly nice?)
17. Is your military job related to an interest or hobby you had before joining the Military?  

18. If you answered yes to the previous question, when did you first become interested in this? Did you think it was something you could do for a living? How did you learn that you could pursue this in the Military?
